Club Med Turkoise , one of the first 
resorts of Turks & Caicos is the perfect “adults only” destination. Situated on 
26 oceanfront hectares along one of the most breathtaking beach front 
location in the Caribbean, this idyllic island resort welcomes just 580 guests 
and offers a very upscale, yet casual vacation experience with  a vibrant 
modern “South Beach” style ambiance.

Club Med Columbus Isle, stretching across 36 oceanfront hectares, is located

No need to lug tanks around as they are re-filled 
directly onboard while the use of top-line SCUBAPRO/UWATEC equipment is 
included in dive packages. Wet suits (seldom needed in these warm waters) 



and dive computers are available for rental. Safety is top priority with resort 
certification course consists of 2 half days of pool instruction followed up to 8 
instructor-accompanied open water dives. After a quick check out dive, Open 
water divers can enjoy up to 11 buddy dives to an assortment of 30 dive 
sites including night, canyon and wreck dives. Serious divers should check 
out the Open Water Certification package which can be completed in a one 
week holiday. Dive packages should be pre-booked and work out to about 
$45 per dive.

Also at both Club Med Turkoise and 
Columbus Isle, fitness programs have 
been re-designed to encourage 
exercise and wellness in a fun and 
energizing environment with no 
pretences. Snorkelling, tennis, 
kayaking, windsurfing, sailing, water 
aerobics and the flying trapeze 
(Turkoise only) are other fun activities 
with instruction that guests can 
choose from at no additional cost. 
Massage packages are available with a 
supplement.
